Dear Nativity,

will soon be out and many families will be taking a vacation or a ñstaycation.ò   Kids will be going to summer 

camps.

So if these are some of the signs of summer in our community what are some of the signs of summer here at 

Nativity?  Well, Sunday school at Nativity is taking a break but others are planning for our Vacation Bible 

School activities in August.

On the 4th Sunday of Easter the reading of the Acts of the Apostles reminded me again of not only what this 

first early church looked like (at least for a little while!) but also what Nativity can look like and act like and 

live like.   

 

A place where people are  ñdevoted to the apostles teaching, devoted to fellowship with one another, devoted 

to the breaking of bread, and devoted to prayers.ò  We are certainly a church in a different time and place but 

we can still be a church devoted, as those first disciples were devoted.  But we donôt have the privilege of do-

ing it ñpart-time.ò   A Christian community is not an option for believers.  It is a mandate. Dietrich Bonhoeffer 

wrote, ñChristians must not think only of heaven; they have an earthly task as well.  Now that they are bound 

exclusively to Jesus, they are told to look at the earth, whose salt they are.  We are bought for a priceéand for 

a purpose.ò 

 

May Nativity continue to grow during this summer, in our devotion to the apostles teaching, fellowship, break-

ing of bread and prayers.

Daniel Christiana's raffle that was sponsored by Slippery Rock University. The raffle was held the first 

week of May and was to raise money to send Danny back to the Dominican Republic for a second stem 

cell treatment. After just the first stem cell treatment he has begun to feel "sensations" in different parts of 

his body and his arms have loosened up considerably, in spite of having about one and a half inches of his 

spinal cord missing at C5 & C6. 

 

The members of Nativity bought 106 $5.00 tickets plus several outright donations. We also had tickets 

bought by local friends and family plus several generous donations and altogether we raised $1600.00 to-

ward the total of about $16,000.00 that the trip and treatment will cost. 

 

He, his mother and his nurse are scheduled to fly for the next treatment on June 23rd, 24th and 25th.
