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Danny is our Gail and Ed Olmeda's Grandson 
 

Hi everyone! My name is Danny Christiana. I am 19 years old and attend Slippery Rock University. I am studying Business and 

Engineering. I love dirt  bikes and have been riding since I was 8 years old. It has been a passion of mine and will continue to be. 

However, I was in a tragic accident my senior year of high school. 

 

 

 

On March 21, 2009 at 5:25 pm I was in a motorcycle accident in my back yard. As a result of the accident, I am now a quadriple-

gic (injured C3-C8 vertebrae, severed C5). I was hospitalized for two months in Pittsburgh where I was told I would never be able 

to breathe on my own again or move any of my extremities. However, after four months of spinal rehabilitation at the Shepherd 

Center in Atlanta, Georgia, I regained minimal movement and the ability to breathe on my own. 

On September 24, 2010 I traveled to Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, where I received the first of several stem cell treat-

ments from Dr. William Rader. After just one treatment I have regained significant movement of my arms and hands, and can feel 

slight pressure and sensation in my legs! 

Because stem cell treatment is not permitted in the United States, costs are not covered by insurance. Therefore, to pay $35,000 

for the cost of the first treatment, my parents took a personal loan, my aunt and uncle a home equity loan for a majority of the 

treatment costs and I received money from extended family. All future visits will cost $15,000, amounting to roughly $100,000 

needed for remaining stem cell treatments and the hope to walk again.
