On Sunday, February 19th, we will bless the new stained glass windows in our church. 

This ñprojectò began with someoneôs idea of a way to add beauty to the nave and sanctu-

ary and also an opportunity for people to express their thanks to God for their lives and 

the lives of their loved ones.  What began as a ñlong-term projectò expanding over a pe-

riod of two years was completed in less than a year. 

Stained glass windows were originally used in churches and cathedrals as a way to tell 

biblical and theological truths since many people could not read or write.   From there, stained glass windows 

were used to enhance the beautiful of worship space, bring more light into the church, and to memorialize and 

remember those faithful servants for future generations. 

One very special ñbonusò to these windows is we can ñcelebrateò Christmas all year long! They are a real and 

wonderful reminder of what God has done for you, me and all creation. But this is not enough. They also 

should be a reminder of what we are called to do in Godôs earthly kingdom.   Carol McLaughlin, a parish-

ioner, shared with me the following Christmas card.
